Take exit 54A from I-75 North.
Turn right onto North Main Street 

FROM XENIA
Get on US 35 West.
Follow US 35 West to OH 48/Main Street.  
Take Exit for OH 48/Main Street.
Continue onto East Washington Street
Turn Right onto South Main Street

FROM EATON
Follow US 35 East to OH 48/ Main Street.  
Take Exit for OH 48/Main Street.
Continue onto East Washington Street
Turn Right onto South Main Street
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Look for CITYWIDE and  
Dayton Chamber of Commerce  
signage on the building. MVRPC is 
located inside this building, across 
from Courthouse Square.
